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Tone Collage

Tone: the writer’s attitude or feeling about his or her subject.

Begin by reading the passage you were given.  Jot down some of the context clues from the passage that indicate the tone Golding is conveying.  

Now, using magazine images or a collection of drawn pictures, words and short phrases from the passages that demonstrates that specific tone, create a collage visually depicting the tone of the passage you were given.    Be creative – consider making your collage in the shape of the island, use colors to convey the appropriate emotion, etc.  Remember to place quotation marks around words that are directly quoted from the text and include page numbers in parentheses.  You should include a mix of images and words.  REMEMBER TO FILL THE PAGE EDGE TO EDGE!!!  A collage often overlaps images and words using layering.  
On the back of the collage, you will need to include an explanation of the tone and the context clues used to find the tone as well as the mood of the passage.  You will also need to explain the overall mood of the passage.
