Formula for a Well-Written Headline Article

A news article is very different than an essay. An article gets right to the point by reporting directly on the facts. The article usually includes eye witness testimony and quotes from people involved in the incident.

1. First paragraph

In the first one or two sentences tell the reader the who, what, when, where, and why as it relates to your headline title.

Rockaway Borough: Police Blotter Oct 7, 2015

DWI arrests
On September 5, 2015 Rockaway Borough Police arrested Carmen L. Puch, 31, of Dover, for driving while intoxicated. Puch was stopped after an officer observed multiple motor vehicle violations while she was driving her vehicle. Puch was tested and taken into custody. There she was processed and issued numerous motor vehicle violations and later was released, with a future court date, to a family member.
Cash stolen
On September 7, 2015 Police arrested Muhammad Saeed, 39, of Rockaway, for third-degree theft. Saeed was arrested after investigation showed that he allegedly had stolen a large amount of cash from his employer. Saeed was taken into custody, interviewed, processed, and later released with a future court date.
Shoplifting at Shoprite
On September 9, 2015, the Rockaway Police Department responded to ShopRite for a shoplifting suspect that was in custody. When officers arrived, they were informed by ShopRite security that Christopher Faulkner of Hopatcong attempted to steal items from the store. Faulkner was arrested, transported to the station, charged with Shoplifting and released pending a mandatory court date.
