Spend a Day in My Shoes: Exploring the Role of Perspective in Narrative
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For this writing exercise your job is to create a narrative writing piece that centers on the photograph of the shoe you have been given.  

Here are the steps you will follow in the process of completion for this writing piece.  

1. Look at your shoe carefully.  Brainstorm details about the shoe based on your first impressions of the shoe.  You will base these details on the type of person who may wear this shoe.

2. Complete the Walking in Someone Else's Shoes Handout be prepared to share out loud your answers.  (Keep them school appropriate)

3. After you have completed the handout you now will write a narrative about the owner, telling the story of a day in the owner's life and incorporating the personality traits and lifestyle of the invented owner. 

4. Your written piece must follow the characteristics of narrative writing.  They are:

a. Focuses a clear, well-defined incident or series of related events. 

b. Develops plot, character, and setting with specific detail. 

c. Orders events clearly. 

d. Uses description and dialogue as appropriate to develop setting and character. 

e. Shows events rather than just telling about them. 

f. Establishes and maintains a tone and point of view. 

g. Uses a logical and effective pattern of organization, such as chronological order, flashback, or flash-forward. 

h. Uses transitional words and phrases to maintain coherence and establish sequence within and between paragraphs. 

5. You are required to submit a hand written rough copy of your narrative with evidence of editing.
6. You are required to submit a peer editing sheet with your final copy.

	Focus on Assigned Topic

	Setting
