(Prezi, Powerpoint, etc)  You will choose a perspective from which to research your timeline and sign yourself up before you start.   There can only be 4 people/ group.   

Group One:  The Hutus

Group Two:  The Tutsis

Group Three:  The United Nations

Group Four:  The Global events of the time

Consider the important historical facts that happened before the plane of the president was shot down, the actual events of the 100 days, and also if anything has been done since (i.e. policies, etc) to help to prevent this from happening again.  You should have 3 events prior to the Genocide, 9 during and 3 following.
